Family worship: Proverbs 16:18-33

PRAY
Adoration: God is holy, mighty, gracious, and merciful. Spend time declaring your love for Him.
Confession: Continually confessing your sins to God and asking for His forgiveness will keep you

Thanksgiving:  Express your thankfulness to God for the blessings He has given you. When we
consider that we deserve punishment because of our sinfulness, and instead God
gives to us His love and mercy, our only response should be one of thankfulness.

Catechism:
44, Q. What is the second commandment?

A. The second commandment is, Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any
likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is
in the water under the earth: thou shalt not bow down thyself to them: for I, the
Lord thy God, am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the
children unto the third and fourth generation of them that hate me; and showing
mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments
(Ex 20:4-6; Deut 5:8-10).
